PRODIGIOUS PIGEON SETS STATE FAIR RECORD��     Just Jack, the Giant Runt Pigeon owned by Rosalie Sterner of Van Meter took top prize and set a new State Fair Record in the Heaviest Pigeon Competition held Monday, August 11, at the 2008 Iowa State Fair.�     Sterner’s entry tipped the scales at 2-pounds 5 ounces, topping the old record by 3 ounces.�“He really doesn’t eat a lot,” Sterner said of her 4-year old bird. “He was just the biggest one we had at home. �     “There are a lot of big birds here at the Fair every year, “said Sterner. “I didn’t know if he’d win, but I thought he had a chance.”�      The bird owned by Justin Brant of Glidden weighed in at 2-pounds 2 ½ ounces to claim second place and the entry of Bambi Murray of Carlisle claimed third place at 2-pounds 2 ounces.
